Foundation Day grestings ta all and mentioned he was
not only emotionally attached to CSIR but also owed to
CSIR a greal deal by way of gaining scientific knowledge
and his present lecture topic is a kind of paying respect
to this great institution,

Speaking on the topic he mentioned that life expactancy
of human being has become 75+ years as compared to
what it was a few decades ago when it was merely 45
years only. All this was possible due to the contributions
of chemical science & technology in some form or the
other. But then it also produced lots of hazardscausing
threats to the environment and that is why the concept of
Green Chemistry came into play. The Green Chemical
Technology, he said, is not restricted to Chemistry alone.
It has a very wider meaning covering all its aspects with
relation to the environmental factors such as global
waming, greenhouse gases, climate change that are
interconnected and which is why Green Chemical
Technology has been resurrected, he said, He went on to
explain various principles of Green Chemical Technology
such as saving energy, use of renewable resources for
manufacturing products, minimum waste generation. He
illustrated with examples about the industrial application
of Green Chemical Technology and particularly appealed
o younger scientife community to take up research in
Green Chemical Technology.

In the meeting, 28 in-service employees who have
completed 25 years of continuous service in CSIR and 16
retired employees were felicitated with CSIR mementoas,
presentation of Shawls, CSIR Watches and Sanman
Patras in token appreciation and recognition of their
contributions towards the growth and development of the
institution.
