Specification of Furniture for FAC Building

1. Fume Chambers :

One fume cupboard is required in the laboratory room (Wet Lab 1) as shown. The fume
cupboards should be of (5feet x 3feet, approx) dimensions fitted with electrical points,( ten
each) water line, air line, inert gas line, water outlet and efficient low noise exhaust blower
system.

QUALIFICATION REQUIREMENTS [FOR ITEM No. 3]

1. The Bidder should be a firm of reputation having sufficient expertise and experience in the
subject tender with sound warranty / service support capability and authorization from
manufacturers of all major items. The firm should also have the capability & networking
facility to take total responsibility for execution of the contract.

2. The annual turnover of the bidder during any of the last three financial years should be
Rs. 1.00 Crore approximately.

3. The bidder should have executed at least one of similar instruments / apparatus order
valuing Rs. 50.00 lakhs approximately successfully during the preceding three financial
years. The details should be incorporated in the performance statement form along with
documentary evidence (supported by P O copies).

4. Detalls of service support facilities (State wise office address, contact person and contact
number) to be provided during the warranty period should be submitted in the Service
Support Details Form. The bidder or the their principal should have proper service network in
the state of Manipur so that prompt after sales support can be provided in the remote areas
also.

5. That the Bidder will assume total responsibility in supply, installation and for the fault-free
operation and maintenance during warranty period.

6. Bidders who do not meet the criteria given above are subject to be disqualified, if they
have made untrue or false representation in the forms, statements and attachments
submitted in proof of the qualification requirements or have a record of poor performance, not
properly completing the contract, inordinate delays in completion or financial failure, etc.
